The exhibition is an opportunity for members to put their best work on public display and | doubt if
there are many clubs which can hold such an event over four weeks. In part this is due to the
generous sponsorship from Richard Frankfurt who has supported the event for many years and helps
us keep the entry fees as low as possible. | hope that every member will take full advantage of this
opportunity so that we can show everyone in Croydon the talents which exist within the club.
